Permission was granted by Lucas County Resolution 15-44 to interface with the existing
county telephone system. Cost is $40.995.00 and funds are available in 2030-0170-530100. All DP
Board members were contacted and a majority approval was obtained.

JFS. Commissioner, Sheriff

Jeff Watkins presented a request on behalf of the County Commissioners, Department of Family
Services (JFS) and the Sheriff’s Office to utilize the LCIS/Lucas County network to transport
network communications between a workstation located in the Lucas County jail and the JFS
network. The JFS network communications will be encrypted and firewalled by JFS to ensure that
only computers on the Ohio State network can access it. F urther, the JFS network traffic will be
transmitted in such a way that JFS cannot gain access to Lucas County network communications. JES
will supply a Cisco ASA that will be under the control of and operated by LCIS. JFS will be
responsible for any maintenance or repair costs for the provided Cisco ASA. LCIS participated in the
design of the configuration.
